The 2012 List is Naylor Creekôs 17th mail order catalog!  The nursery is now over 20 years old and we definitely claim 

this has been a long and consuming journey full of great experiences and good friends.  Some of you have been there 

since the early years, many have recently found us...all are very much appreciated.  We plan to continue to bring you the 

newest and most exciting hostas, mixed with a few other perennials, for many years.  We can no longer accommodate 

visitors at the nursery as the ñcrewò consists of just the two of us and time is always short.  Please use the catalog and 

website and allow us to help fill your gardening needs.  You will also find us at several West Coast Flower Shows, many 

sales throughout the Northwest, and at the Hosta Conventions in their various locations.  Again this year there are many 

new hosta introductions so we must continue to trim our list to the number of plants the nursery can hold and we can  

successfully grow...many older varieties will no longer be available.  We are working with a tremendous group of great 

hybridizers so look for new and exciting introductions from the US and Europe.  Arisaema and Epimedium selections 

are still available but we are cataloging fewer than in previous years.   Other companion plants also rank high on our   

priority list but we do offer them at the shows rather than in the catalog. 

   

We continue to grow mostly tissue-cultured hostas as this allows us to bring production to market at a reasonable price 

and maintain adequate supplies.  Also, tissue-culture aids in the attempt to assure we are providing disease free plants.  

We, and our suppliers, are testing old and new plant stocks on a regular basis in the hope of accomplishing this goal.  

Please note listings with a double * as these are new introductions and some of the plants will often be smaller.  Our 

growing season commences early and we can normally ship from mid March through September.

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Shipping Information and chargesé 
All orders will be shipped by Priority Mail.  (we no longer use UPS due to cost) 
We ship March 25th through October 15th.  Earlier or later shipments are possible but prior scheduling is necessaryéwe will       

accommodate your needs wherever possible. 

We have had excellent results shipping Priority Mail  and find it opens our shipping schedule to more days of the 

week.  Service has been faster than UPS (even orders to the East Coast arrive in 2-3 days) and the cost is less.

Payment Informationé 
Please include payment with order.  We accept personal checks or money orders, as well as, Visa, MasterCard, American        

Express and Discover with a minimum order of $35.00.  Credit card orders are charged when received and plants reserved.  

Washington state residents:  add your local sales tax rate for the total of the order including the shipping charges.  
When your order is processed an acknowledgement is sent immediatelyéplease check to make sure that we have all the information correct and 

notify us if there are any errors.  Should we encounter some unforeseen problem before your plants are shipped and are unable to ship a plant we 

will issue a refund check and include it with your order.  We will not substitute unless you tell us to do so.  If we are sold out of something at the 

time your order is placed we will issue a refund and include it with your acknowledgement. 
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A word about our plantsé 
The majority of our plants are grown in containers and have excellent root systems that will re-establish quickly in your landscape.  

Plants are shipped bare root and wherever possible, multi-eyed divisions will be sent.  We are often asked what size plants we shipé

most are from 1-quart to 1-gallon size.  In the quest to offer disease free plant material we are selling mostly tissue-cultured stock so 

if you see a plant listed that has been selling at a very high price and itôs listed at a reasonable price, chances are itôs tissue-cultured.  

We now usually sell tissue-cultured plants in their second or third season and find this is generally sufficient time to make sure 

theyôre growing well and are true-to-type.  We offer many new and rare cultivars of which we have limited supply.  Due to growing 

conditions beyond our control or because of heavy demand for certain plants we suggest ordering early.  We will not substitute 

unless you tell us to do so.  We will always do our best to resolve any problems, and also appreciate hearing when you are happy 

with and have good results with our plants!  All plants and the nursery are inspected by Washington State on a regular schedule. 
 

Hosta Virus XéIn the past several years a virus known as Virus X  has been on the increase in the hosta world and we want you to 

know we are very proactive and take the strongest measures to keep our stock clean.   We, and our suppliers, are doing constant  

testing of new and old plant material and exercising the utmost vigilance in an attempt to make sure you receive clean and healthy 

stock.   The virus makes the plant quite ugly and gives it a very blotchy appearance. These plants should be carefully destroyed.  The 

virus is spread by a cut or a wound that allows the sap to leak from one plant to another often occurring when dividing a plant or 

even when weeding with a garden tool.  Keeping knives and other garden tools quite clean will help considerably to keep from 

spreading the virus should you have a problem plant and be unaware of it.  Most reputable nurseries and garden centers are now   

becoming educated about the problem but some of the mass outlets that turn thousands of inexpensive plants are showing heavy 

numbers of infected plants.  We feel with education of the growers and the gardening community this problem will be eradicated in 

the future.
